The groups shall be 1-1/4 inch (31.8 mm) apart (center to center) with a cutting mark centered between 
each group.  The individual stars in the group shall measure 7/64 inch (2.8 mm) in diameter.  The ribbon 
shall be arranged on the bar so that the stars form a letter "M" and 2 rays of each star point downward.  
The center star shall be centered on the ribbon width. (See star layout)

The middle 
row shall have stars centered on ribbon width.  The individual stars shall measure 1/16 inch (1.6 mm) 
in diameter.  In the direction of the warp, the stars shall be in groups of 2; 7/64 inch (2.8 mm) between 
stars (center to center) and 17/64 inch (6.7 mm) between groups, star center to star center. (See star 
layout) 
 
ROSETTE CUP RIBBON: The ribbon for covering the outside of the rosette cup shall be solid 
Bluebird HR 67117. The ribbon shall be woven 1/2 inch (12.7 mm) wide, with 172 warp ends.

The 
groups shall be 3 inches (76.2 mm) apart centered on ribbon width with a cutting mark centered half 
way between each group.  The stars shall be 5/32 inch (4.0 mm) in diameter and shall form a triple 
chevron of 5, 5, and 3 white stars at right angles to the warp direction of the ribbon.
