For several months, I have tried to contact the local SSA office by phone, with no success.  I have come to the office twice in person to get answers to some questions about rent, utilities, trust, and reporting.  At my first visit, my questions were carefully answered by Kate Miller, and she told me to write my letter and come back on July 12 and ask for her.  I came back on the 12th and was told that she was out for the day.  I was then told that my letter was inadequate and that I needed to provide evidence that the Trust's payments of rent and utilities were paid directly by the trust by the trust and not through me.  The trustee had gone to northern Canada, and such evidence was not sent to me until recently.





The following bills were paid directly by the William Bailer Special Needs Trust (trustee is Thomas Bailer),


as follows:
