Spring Annual Meeting Minutes May 14, 2009

Meeting called to order at 7:07 pm by President Ken Alexander

Approval of Minutes from the Oct 2, 2008 Annual Fall meeting: Earl Hilstad made a motion to approve the minutes as is; Jim Tilley 2nd motion. Motion approved

Treasurer report: Hand outs were given out and looked at. Bruce explained everything that was in the hand outs.  Kitty Gleason made a motion to approve the treasurer report; Marge Lentsch 2nd. Motion approved.

Old Business – None

New Business: 

A. By law on late dues - Dues are due on the first day of the month.  A $5.00 late fee will be assessed to accounts not paid by the 20th day of the month.  If the account remains unpaid on the first day of the following month, the late fee will be increased to $10.  The late fee will be assessed on each unpaid monthly dues amount until the account is paid in full. On the fourth month of unpaid dues a lien will be filed against the property. Motion made by Fred Kressly to add the late fees as written; Connie Hebert 2nd motion.  Discussion on the motion was why the 20th of the month why not sooner.  It was stated from the president that some of the association members do not receive their social security checks until the 15th of the month. Joe Kelzer asked if he would have to pay the late fees with how he pays quarterly it was stated from the president that if it’s late yes he would. Vote was called for.  Yes’s 37 No’s 2 motion approved.
B.  By law on foreclosed condos - Highview Condo association will not cover or pay for any interior repairs or damage done on units that are foreclosed.  These damages or repair will be the sole responsibility of lender or the purchaser of said property. Motion made by Dennis Holtz to add this to the bylaws; Alice Heinbuch 2nd motion. Discussion on motion. Fred Kressly asked if this would also cover damage to the person/s moving out of the unit. The president stated that yes it would include any damage done to the unit. Vote was called for. Yes 39 No 0 motion passed.
Ken Alexander thanked Dick Scherber for his time the last two years being a board member.  The floor was opened for nominations for a new board member. Dennis Holtz nominated Sabrina Jerlow. Vote was called for. Yes 39 motion passed.

Floor was opened up for questions and discussion:

Gutter issue if you have any gutter issue’s please turn a work order into your block captain by June 1st.
Rock around the units if you need rock around your unit please turns in a separate work order to your block captain by June 1st.  We are looking for volunteers to help with this project if you would like to volunteer your time please contact Gidget 246-5220.

Fred Kressly asked why the tree’s where taken down on Woodland.  Ken told him it was done on the recommendation of New Richmond Tree service because of the roots causing damage to the driveways.

Mary Jo Boardman has concerns about edging that was replaced around her unit the rock that was put in.  The board does not know anything about this but Ken will look into it.

Fred Kressly asked if the tree behind Ginger Murphy’s unit could be looked at.  Ken will look at this and see what can be done.
Mary Jo Boardman wanted to know if there is any shrubbery plan in effect for the association.  Her shrubs where forgotten last fall and they had to come back and do it after hours and they did not clean up afterwards.  Ken will check into this for her.

Fred Kressly commented on the excellent job that the board has done on things so far.

Question was asked if the board planned on replacing the polar tree’s that were taken down on Woodland.  Ken stated that things are being looked into but nothing is approved or finalized.

Joe Kelzer made a motion to make the spraying of the lawns optional: Jeannie Goodermote 2nd motion.   After much discussion a vote was called for.  11 were in favor for making it optional and 27 was against making it optional.  Motion denied.   The board will talk with Fitzergerald about using a different chemical to spray with.

Connie Hebert commented on the under growth of the shrubs around the complex!  This will be looked into.
