Highway: In the past month the town highway men had 21 days keeping the roads clear of snow and ice which took a toll on the sand and salt pile. The highway men hauled in 
more sand & mixed it with salt to fill the dome back up. This should get the town thru to spring. One day they changed a rusted driveway pipe on Red School Rd. and cut some 

brush. The highway men took the tractor to Worden’s for an engine rebuild and it will cost approximately $4,000.00. David checked the cost of a new short block and it will cost about $7,500.00 to $8,500.00 for a complete engine. Last week Dave went to Pennsylvania to screen federal surplus. He figured that the town could make some money by purchasing an item and keep the item for the time that is required of 18 months and re-sell. 

It was brought up that the town paid $9,000.00 in contracts for a shovel for under grain for the highway roads. It was suggested that the town could buy a one foot bucket to put on the shovel for roughly $2,000 so the highway men can do the work themselves. Supervisor Cosimano had also suggested that at this time that the town could borrow one and not spend any money that is not necessary.
