Minutes

The regular April meeting of the Hot Spring Valley Irrigation District was called to order by President John Picotte at 5:05 p.m.  All Directors were present.

A motion was made by Director Dolby to approve the minutes of the March 13, 2008 regular meeting.  The motion was seconded by Director Sponseller.  All ayes, motion carried.

MATTERS INITIATED BY THE PUBLIC:  Willy Hagge informed the Board that a Dam Owners meeting was held on 4/9/08.  He wanted the Board to know that they are changing their name to the Dam Owners and Water Users Association and that their meetings will be held every Wednesday evening at 7:30 at the Canby Fire Hall starting on April 23. 


Discussion was also held involving the 2008 Water Availability Fees and the reasons for the charges.  Many members feel we need to develop clearer billing.  Several members had not known about the special meeting on March 29 and were also unsure about the dates of the regular meetings.  The District agreed that the date of the next meeting should be stated on the District’s answering machine message, and any other special meetings could be announced by calling Eddie Mohr and Willy Hagge.  They would be sure to spread the word.  There was also discussion about monitoring for the season and the Dam Owners and Water Users Association wanted to emphasize to the Board the importance of monitoring and analysis this year as there will probably be close scrutiny by the state.
FINANCIAL REPORT

The financial report for April 2008 was read.  Director Sponseller made a motion to approve the financial report and pay bills.  Director Dolby seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

Richard Jennings Settlement Agreement: 
1.  Water Distribution Policy:  The Board received a draft of the new Water Distribution Policy from Dick Shanahan.  Dick had emphasized that the document should be gone over carefully and any changes or comments the District would like to make should be noted and forwarded to him.
2.  District Voting Legislation:  The Senate Bill #1117 is being re-introduced to the legislative committee on 4/16/08.  The Board reviewed the latest version of the bill and its amendments.  Director Dolby made a motion to approve SB1117 as currently amended and to appoint Willy Hagge to represent the District at the hearing.  The motion was seconded by Dyan Sponseller.  All ayes, motion carried.
Water Monitoring Plan Status:  New staff gauges have been installed at Big Sage, Mohr Dam and the Lower Mcarthur Dam.  Kip Lybarger agreed to work on the update of Big Sage’s Capacity Curve and has been in touch with the State Water Board.  The Board reviewed Kip’s estimate for the project.  Director Dolby made a motion to approve the estimate.  The motion was seconded by Director Sponseller.  All ayes, motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:  

Carey Ranch:  Pete Carey informed the Board that he is negotiating with Ducks Unlimited and that they are requesting repairs on the Lymbaur Dam.  Ducks Unlimited estimated the cost to be about $8,000 if they did it.  He asked the Board if they would be willing to consider a cost/share arrangement for the repair as he feels it will be beneficial to the operation of the District.  The Board agreed to check into what they could do.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  The Board did not go into Executive Session.
There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made by Director Sponseller to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Director Dolby. All ayes, motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:30 PM by President John Picotte.
