Names and Titles and Attributes of Jesus - For Kids

Author of Life List

"The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, has glorified His Son
Jesus; whom you delivered up, and denied Him in the presence of Pilate, when he was
determined to let Him go. But you denied the Holy One and the Just One, and desired a
murderer to be granted unto you; and killed the Author of Life, whom God has raised from the

dead; of which we are witnesses.” (see Acts 3:12-19, the Apostle Peter speaking to the people after Jesus
rose and became alive again)

Author: referring here to a person who is the originator, inventor, creator, pioneer, or founder of
something new or unique; and who continues as it's leader and sustainer. Thus, Jesus is the
Author of Life, the Originator of Life, and the Founder of Life, and the Sustainer of Life, and the
Prince of Life, for all those people who believe in Jesus, and that He died on the Cross for the
complete forgiveness of our sins. And this Life is Eternal Forever Life with Jesus in Heaven.

"In Him (in Jesus) was Life; and the Life was the light of men." (see John 1:4)
Please also consider the following statements of Jesus:

"For God so loved the world (the people in the world), that He gave His only begotten Son (Jesus),
so that whoever believes in Jesus should not perish, but have Everlasting Life.” (see John 3:16-17)

“I have come so that they (the people in the world) might have Life, and that they might have it
more abundantly. | am the Good Shepherd; and the Good Shepherd gives His life for the
sheep." (see John 10:10-11)

" am the Resurrection, and the Life; he who believes in Me, though he dies, yet shall he live:
And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die.” (see John 11:25-26)

Also think about these words from the Bible:

“If Christ (Jesus) is in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is Life because of
righteousness. But if the Spirit of Him who raised up Jesus from the dead dwells in you, then He
who raised up Christ from the dead shall also give-Life to your mortal bodies by His Spirit who

dwells in you." (see Romans 8:1-11)

"If you have been raised (made-alive) with Christ, then seek those things which are above,
where Christ sits on the Right Hand of God. Set your affection on things above, not on things on
the earth. For you have died (to sin), and your Life is hidden with Christ in God. When
Christ, who is our Life, shall appear, then you shall also appear with Him in glory!" (colossians 3:1-4)

Paul, the Apostle of Jesus wrote, “Christ Lives in me: and the life which | now live in the flesh |
live by the faith in the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me." (see Galations 2:20)
