Names and Titles and Attributes of Jesus - For Kids

Jesus the Prophet List

“'Repent ... and be converted, so that your sins may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing
shall come from the presence of the Lord; and He shall send Jesus Christ, who beforehand
was preached unto you; whom heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all things,
which God has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets since the world began. For Moses
truly said unto the fathers, 'A Prophet (speaking of Jesus) shall the Lord your God raise up unto
you from your brethren, like unto me; Him (this Prophet) you shall listen to in all things
whatever He shall say unto you. And it shall come to pass, that every person, who will not
listen to this Prophet (Jesus), shall be destroyed from among the people.' Yes, and all the
prophets from Samuel and those that followed after, as many as have spoken, have likewise
foretold of these days." (see Acts 3:19-22-26) (quote is from Deuteronomy 18:15-18-19)

A prophet is a person sent by God, who speaks by the inspiration of God, about things that God
wants people to know about: such as how to be saved from our sins; or how to obey God and
live good lives; or about things that are going to happen some day in the future. Sometimes a
prophet, with help from God, can perform amazing miracles.

People could tell that Jesus truly was a Prophet from God:

"And when He (Jesus) had come into Jerusalem, all the city was moved, saying, 'Who is

this?' And the multitude said, 'This is Jesus the Prophet of Nazareth of Galilee."" (see Matt.
21:1-11)

And some others said that Jesus was a “Prophet mighty in deed
and word before God and all the people. (see Luke 24:13-27)

“There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews. This man came
to Jesus at nighttime, and said unto him, 'Teacher, we know thatYou are a teacher (prophet)
who has come from God: for no man can do these miracles that You do, except God is

with him.” (see John 3:1-2)

That Jesus was a Prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people was because
of His oneness with God the Father. He spoke The Fathers words, in the Fathers Name!
Think about these prophetic words that Jesus Himself said:

“The words that | speak unto you | speak not of Myself; but the Father who dwells in Me, He
does the works. Believe Me that | am in the Father, and the Father is in Me.” (John 14:10-11)

“Everyone whom the Father gives to Me shall come to Me; and those (people) who come to
Me | will in no wise cast out. For | came down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the

will of Him (the Father) who sent Me. And this is the Father's will who has sent Me, that of
everyone whom He has given to Me | should lose no one; but should raise them up again at
the last day. And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that every person who sees the Son,

and believes on Him, may have everlasting life: and | will raise them up at the Last Day.”
(John 6:37-40)
