Jesus is the Savior of the World List

“Jesus is the Savior, the Savior of the World, the Savior of all the people of the earth, whoever will
confess that Jesus is the Son of God, and the Fathers promised Messiah who died on the Cross for the
forgiveness of our sins. Consider the following scriptures:

“And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping watch over their
flock by night. And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord
shone round about them; and they were very afraid. And the angel said unto them, 'Fear
not, for behold, 1 bring you Good-news of great joy, which shall be for all people

. For unto you there is born this day in the city of David a Savior,
who is Christ the Lord (Jesus).” (see Luke 2:28-14)

“And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on Jesus because of the word of the
woman, who testified, 'He told me all that ever | did." So when the Samaritans came unto
Jesus, they asked Him that He would stay with them; and He stayed there two days. And
many more believed because of Jesus own word; and they said unto the woman, 'Now
we believe, not just because of your words; for we have heard Him ourselves, and know
that this is indeed the Christ, the Savior of the world."*“ (see John 4:39-42)

Jesus was born to be a Savior to save people from their sins; as the angel said to
Joseph:

"Joseph, you son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife; for the child who is
conceived within her is of God's Holy Spirit. And she shall bring forth a Son, and you shall
call His name Jesus; for Jesus shall save His people from their sins.” (see Matthew 1:18-25)

Later, John the Baptist said this about Jesus :

“The next day John (the Baptist) saw Jesus coming unto him, and said, 'Behold the Lamb
of God, who takes away the sin of the World. This is He of whom | said, 'After me comes
a Man who is preferred before me;' for He existed before me.” (see John 1:29-31)

Before Jesus went back into heaven, He told His disciples what to do:

“And He (Jesus) said unto His disciples, 'Go into all the world, and preach the Good-news
(about Jesus) to all creation . He who believes (in Jesus) and is
baptized shall be saved; but he who does not believe shall be condemned.” (Mark 16:15-16)

Jesus's friend Peter said this about Jesus:

"There is no other Name (person) under heaven, given among mankind, by which we_
must be saved." (see Acts 4:12)

Jesus Himself said:

"For God so loved the world (the people in the world), that He gave His only begotten Son (Jesus), so that
whoever believes in Jesus should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God did not send His Son Jesus
into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through Jesus might be saved.” (see John 3:16-17)
