All vendors that show up with-
out a paid in full Application/Contract will pay a $15.00 
late fee - no exceptions. 

 2. A signed copy will be returned to you. The Contract 
takes effect when each party has a copy of the contract 
signed by both parties and 100% of the fees have been 
paid. 

 3.  SET UP DAY AND TIME  for May 23rd: Early set up on 
Fri. (call for time)  Sat. 8-9AM, but must be set up by 
10AM.  

For July 25th: Set up Sat. from 8-9AM, must be set up by 
10AM.  Exhibitors can check into the office for booth loca-
tion and to set up. 

 4. No parking in the exhibitor areas during show hours. 
There are limited designated areas (weather permitting) 
for exhibitors that require a vehicle or trailer type unit as 
part of the display.
