If this
socket isn’t needed then you have a spare in case you break
a pin off of the socket on the bottom of the PC board.

2.Installation

This manual details step by step instructions on how to
install the Pro-Tector+ board into your system.

Required Tools
You need the following tools to install the Pro-Tector+

1. Soldering iron and solder:

3. Lead clippers

4. Phillips screwdriver

All of these items can be obtained from Radio Shack

Installation Steps

1. Remove all screws on the bottom of the Color
Computer. Note that the shorter screws are removed
from the front of the computer by the keyboard.

2. Locate and desolder the 6809 processor. It is a 40-
pin IC, labeled IC1 in the Color Computer 3. Be
VERY careful not to break any of the traces during
extraction.

3. Install and solder the 40 pin socket in the place of the
removed CPU area.

4. Install your processor into the socket on the Pro-
Tector board.

5. Insert the Pro-Tector+ board into the socket that was
replaced in Step 2. Please note the proper
orientation. Pin 1 of the Pro-Tector+ must align with
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
