Competition Information:

Princeton Autumfest Pageant will be divided into four divisions:

Wee Miss Autumnfest — Ages 4 to 7 Little Miss Autumnfest — Ages 8 to 11

Teen Miss Autumnfest — Ages 12-15  Miss Autumnfest — Ages 16 to 21

Miss and Teen contestants must be a resident of West Virginia. Miss Autumfest contestants must be 16 by
May 19, 2018, and cannot turn 22 before January 12, 2019. The Princeton Autumnfest Pageant is conducted
as a WV Association of Fairs & Festivals pageant; therefore all judging will be done using the WVAFF
guidelines.

Personal interview: This will be a private interview between each contestant and our panel of judges prior to
the pageant. Dress appropriate to this competition should be a skirt suit or dress. Sun dresses are not suitable
for this area. Makeup should be tasteful and not overstated. These interviews will begin at 2:00 p.m. for Miss
contestants followed by Teen Miss. Interviews for Little Miss and Wee Miss will begin at 3:30 p.m. All
contestants in all divisions should arrive dressed for the interview portion of the competition.

Opening number: For Misses and Teens only. Requires blue jeans and tennis shoes. A Miss AutumnFest
Pageant t-shirt will be provided by the Pageant. No introductions will be done.

Event promotion (Miss division only): A 30 second presentation about Princeton Autumnfest. You may
speak about a particular event or why you are excited to come to Princeton Autumnfest. This will be
presented immediately following the opening number.

Street wear/Personal style: Little Miss and Wee Miss divisions only. This outfit should be similar to your
interview outfit and may be the same outfit if you choose. This may be a skirt suit, skirt & blouse, or dress
suitable for a public appearance. No pants, capris, or gauchos.

Onstage interview (Little and Wee divisions): During your street wear/personal style competition, you will
be interviewed by our emcee. The interview will be based on information from the information sheets that
you turned in.

Onstage Question (Teen and Miss divisions): During your evening gown competition, you will draw a
question which you will then answer. All contestants will receive in advance a list of possible questions
(accurate email address must be provided to assure delivery of the question list).

Evening gown: The most elegant and most enjoyed part of the pageant for our audience. The style of gown is
your choice & should complement you. This should be a floor length gown for Teen and Miss. Little and Wee
contestants may opt for shorter length.

Dates to be available:
**Saturday, May 19, 2018: Princeton Autumnfest Pageant. Miss and Teen contestants should plan to be
available by 2:00 p.m. (definite times will be announced close to the pageant date), and should eat prior to
their arrival. Any contestant in any division may bring water in bottles or closed containers. All containers
should be marked with contestant’s name. All contestants will receive a packet with definite arrival and
rehearsal times. The pageant begins at 6:00 p.m. This is a required event.

Saturday, September 29, 2018: Princeton Autumnfest. All Misses need to be available for the opening
ceremonies. Miss Autumnfest will expected to participate in various events throughout the day. All Misses
will be around town representing their pageant title. This is a required event.

Friday, October 26, Saturday, October 27, 2018: Women’s Expo. All Misses need to be available on one
of these days to represent their title and be involved in various activities. One day visit is required.

Monday, November 26, 2017: Princeton Christmas Parade 6 pm. All Misses should plan to attend to ride in
the parade, unless class schedules prevent attendance.

Thursday-Saturday January 10-12, 2019: Miss Princeton Autumnfest will compete in the West Virginia
Fairs and Festivals State Pageant in Charleston, WV. This is a required event.
