*Ecclesiastes 2:17-26 = meaninglessness? Solomon (richest, wisest guy to ever live…)

 *Psalm 127:1 Unless the LORD builds the house, the builders labor in Vain. 

  (a multi-generational thing – even Solomon’s dad, King David wrestled  

   with this labor issue.  Non-completion of Building the temple) 

 *Isaiah 55:1-3a Come,  all you who are thirsty , come to the waters; and you who 

have no money, come, buy and eat!  Come, buy wine and milk without money and 

without cost.  Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not 

satisfy?  Listen, Listen, to Me, and eat what is good, and your soul will delight in the 

richest of fare.  Give ear and come to Me; hear Me, that your soul may live. 

 *John 6:25-40 (esp v 27 Jesus said…) “Do not labor for food which perishes, but  

  for food that endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you.” 

 *Psalm 128:1-4 “Blessed are all who fear the LORD, who walk in His ways.  

You will eat the fruit of your labor; blessings and prosperity will be yours, your wife will 

be like a fruitful vine within your house; your sons will be like olive shoots around your 

table.  Thus is the man blessed who fears the LORD.”
